Max Vadukul is one of the very few contemporary photographers who has taken on the tradition of art reportage photography. His pictures, a perfect combination of formal creativity and technical elegance, are a complex multitude of meanings bringing together humour and drama without losing sight of the underlying core idea.

His talent sees the descriptive event as a means of interpreting an ever changing parallel reality and the object as a mediator between identifying the narrative theme and striving after the liberty to create one’s own compositions.

Max Vadukul is one of the most original contemporary photographers. The 29-year-old artist was born in Nairobi, Kenya, studied in London and is now living between New York and Paris. He is married and has two kids. Vadukul works with some of the most influential fashion and news magazines. His works are predominantly in black and white, snapshots of TV violence, images that immediately penetrate the collective mentality.

Has art reportage photography lost its function? Only if one leans on outdated ideas, or relies on traditional visions. Max Vadukul has a totally new approach, blending together naturalist and cultural aspects in order to express emotions and offering a subtle play with different visions.
