Alexander Semeonovitch Liberman
(1912, Russia – 1999, United States)

In 1921 his father obtained the permission from Russian government to send his son to study in England. Liberman was educated in Russia, England and France and took up life as a white émigré in Paris. Here he started his career as journalist working for Vu magazine with Brassaï, André Kertész and Robert Capa. In 1941 Alexander Liberman immigrated to United States to work for Condé Nast publications. In 1962 he became editorial director. He maintained this position until 1994. Liberman was a many-sided artist: sculptor, painter, photographer, extraordinary talent scout such as William Klein and Irvin Penn who were employed for Vogue Magazine.
