Twenty large images and forty original prints produced for L’uomo Vogue over the past three years. Steven Klein’s “Photographs” exhibition opening during men’s fashion week is the perfect synthesis of the work of this American artist, who offers published and unpublished photographs here: the neck of a horse, a still life of an apple, a woman’s leg immobilised in adhesive tape; and fashion, seen through the same lens and eye.

A significant selection illustrating the sophisticated aesthetic relationship between the artist and modern portrayal, at the whirlwind speed of fashion.

A re-reading of the photographer's features for Uomo Vogue reveals Klein’s versatility, his ability to play the role of fashion photographer with aggressive shots and to create new styles.

His talent for revealing his subjects' personality and the atmosphere that surrounds them has made his many portraits of famous people – Brad Pitt, Diane Keaton, Demi Moore, Ethan Hawke, Jon Bon Jovi, William Dafoe – true cult images.

His first solo show, this exhibition opened at Staley-Wise Gallery in New York and will continue on from Milan to Japan and Los Angeles.
