Rinko Kawauchi became interested in photography while studying at Seian College of Art and Design in Shiga. Her work is characterized by a serene, poetic style, depicting the ordinary moments in life. She first worked in adventising for several years before embarking on a career as a fine art photographer. In 2001 she realized three photographic books with Little More Publishing: Utatane, Hanabi e Hanako. They obtained a great success in the field of international photography.
