WORLD PRESS PHOTO
Every year since 1955, an independent jury of experts, chosen among renewed international personalities, is called to express itself on thousands photos that are submitted to World Press Photo Foundation in Amsterdam by photojournalists, agencies, magazines and newspapers. 

World Press Photo Contest is one of the most important prizes for photojournalism: 

it is a unique occasion to review and discover the most beautiful and significant images that have documented and illustrated facts and events on international magazines and newspapers. 

World Press Photo is not just an exhibition of beautiful images: more, it is a historic document that let the viewer go through crucial moments of our times. 
The international fame of World Press Photo and the hundreds of thousands visitors that attend the exhibition every year, testify the power of image to transcend cultural and linguistic differences and reach a consistent and immediate level of communication. 
The exhibition presents the prizewinning photographs for each of the ten categories and travels worldwide to important museums and galleries; the only condition to be respected is to show every photo of the show without any form of censorship.  
In order to guarantee this, a representative of World Press Photo is in charge of supervising and directing the installation of the exhibition. 

2010 PHOTOGRAPHY AWARD
Italian photographer PIETRO MASTURZO was awarded with the “World Press Photo of The Year 2009” prize.
The picture depicts women shouting in protest from a rooftop in Tehran, on 24 June. The winning photograph is part of a story depicting the nights following the contested presidential elections in Iran, when people shouted their dissent from roofs and balconies, after daytime protests in the streets. The story as a whole was awarded first prize in the category People in the News.
Jury chair Ayperi Karabuda Ecer said: “The photo shows the beginning of something, the beginning of a huge story. It adds perspectives to news. It touches you both visually and emotionally, and my heart went out to it immediately.”

Juror Kate Edwards said: “The photo has a powerful sense of atmosphere, tension, fear – but also of quietness and calm, and in this sense was a challenge as a choice. We were looking for an image that drew you in, took you deeper, made you think more – not just about showing what we already know, but something that asks more of us.”

During the two-week judging, the jury viewed a record number of photographs with 101,960 images submitted by 5,847 photographers. The photographers represent 128 different nationalities.

Entries by photographers from Asia continued a steady increase, with the majority of entries coming from China with 586 submissions (2009:490) and Indonesia with 107 submissions (2009: 77). Africa also had a higher number of entries, with a 7.5% increase. European photographers were well represented, with a significant increase from photographers from Italy with 370 entries (2009: 306) and Russia with 156 entries (2009: 130).

About World Press Photo Foundation

World Press Photo Foundation is an independent, nonprofit organization based in The Netherlands supporting and promoting professional press photographers internationally.

One of the principal aims of the Foundation is to organize the world's largest and most prestigious annual press photography contest: prizewinning photographs are assembled into a travelling exhibition that is visited by over two million people in some 45 countries worldwide. A yearbook presenting all prizewinning entries is published annually in six languages. 
The Foundation has a permanent staff of 25 people working for it during the year.
The Foundation is also keen to organize events in which the best international photographers can discuss current topics in photojournalism. 

Every year the award ceremony is preceded by a two-days event of lectures and seminars, with the participation of several experts from the field: this is an occasion for photographers, picture editors and journalists from all over the world to meet. 
The independence of the Foundation guarantees its efficiency and freedom in being an open link between people coming from different realities.
World Press Photo Foundation is also present in developing countries to encourage and divulge the use of copyright for commercial photography and teach the editing processes of photo reportages.

World Press Photo has been organizing seminars and workshops all over the world (Bosnia-Herzegovina, Bangladesh, Argentina, Peru, Colombia, Brazil, Zimbabwe, India), with the intention of contributing to the development of more democratic societies and assure a stronger transfer of knowledge. 
These seminars are a fundamental part of the activities of the foundation.

Since 1994, World Press Photo has been organizing the JOOP SWART Masterclass, an outstanding educational project for young photographers to perfect their skills. The program is free and photographers are selected by a jury of experts; it is held in Autumn in Amsterdam by qualified teachers from different fields of photojournalism.
