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KRIS RUHS
Resonances
Ruhs’ work is notably open and instinctual with regard to form.  Here he explores three resonances of form in these pieces that he has touched on in the past.  Classically, Ruhs always challenges the play of light on his  surfaces as he endows with movement the passive metals.

Resonances of the organic:  the echo of shapes as they tumble past each other in time.  Here, “leaves” glisten of metal; seen as if blown together into a sitting bench.  Light flashes on the hammered surfaces reminding of water dappled with sunshine.
Resonances of the circular:  seen here swirling to create the lovebench’s metal frame, a series of concentric circles mirror each other for full access sitting – the same from either side, to embrace both partners in the same way.  
Torchieres compliment the circularity with light.
Resonances of the identical: this series of identical illuminated wall boxes that can be joined into any number of shapes ignite a wall’s surface with patterns not unlike the mosaics of Byzantine icons. This is another major point of aesthetic exploration that Ruhs makes in all of his works, whether three or two dimensional, hung on a wall or adorning the human figure.  
Ruhs’ forms can mirror an organic or a geometric form - but in all cases the resonance comes from the forms’ own integrity as an object within itself.  Every piece is unique in its identity, even when juxtaposed to an “identical” piece, as seen here. 
All the pieces are made in a limited edition of six plus two artist proofs by Marzorati Ronchetti who has been working for many years with Ruhs to fabricate these unique pieces.   

 
BIOGRAPHY
Born in New York City to a family of German extraction, Ruhs attended the School of Visual Arts. His strong ability to bring out the expressive potential of structurethrough a wide variety of materials allows him to successfully cross the usual boundaries between the three dimensions of scupture, here seen as furniture and lighting; sculpture as collage, wearable art, and the fine arts of his two dimensional paper works and paintings.
Light is a fundament of Ruhs artistic expression and must always be given credit as either a form or function in his work. The light here, artificially introduced into several of the pieces, acts not as a process of movement as we have seen in the past, but now functions as an ongoing presence, a meta form, in this series.
